Etched in the pages of
black history is a photo
of Yuri Kochiyama, the
petite Asian woman
wearing cat's-eye
glasses, holding
Malcolm X, after his
assassination at the
Audubon Ballroom.
While others ran for cover, Kochiyama ran to the stage
where Malcolm X had fallen and was by his side as he

died. Kochiyama, then known as Mary, became involved
in the civil rights movement after being imprisoned in
Arkansas with other Americans of Japanese ancestry
during World War Il. She moved to New York City after
marrying and became a member of Malcolm X's
Organization of Afro-American Unity (OAAU). Co-
